It has a spacious hall in the ground floor. On the top floor burns the 'sacred' fire of the Persians where admittance is strictly forbidden.

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	General Post Office (GPO)
The General Post Office (GPO), the commercial hub of the city designed by Walter B. Grenville was built in 1864. Its high domed roof and tall Ionic-Corinthian pillars give the building an imposing appearance marking the boundaries of the former Fort William, destroyed during Shiraj-ud-Daulah's attack on the British Settlement in 1756. It is also alleged to be the site of the notorious Black Hole of Calcutta.
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
